She has taught literacy at a variety of levels and to various client groups including young adults, adults with disabilities and adults with English as a second language. She is also contributing to the Education, Training Reform Package for young adult and adult learners.

Workshop

How to and engage and negotiate  a numeracy program
Peter and Christine will share their insights on successful ways to `engage and negotiate' a numeracy program with both adult and young adult learners. Their focus will include three areas:

* defining numeracy in various contexts

* engaging with varied client groups and negotiating appropriate numeracy contexts 

* planning and facilitating appropriate numeracy activities within these contexts.

The presentation will seek to engage the audience in these three focus areas in brief group based activites designed to encourage the discussion and sharing of ideas between the participants.
